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The KOJO / SCAN DSA 4 stoves have been tested by OMNI-Test Laboratories, Inc. of 
Beaverton, Oregon, and are listed by OMNI to UL 1482 and ULC S627.  
 
When this unit is not properly installed a house fire may result. To reduce the risk of 
fire, follow the installation instructions. Contact local building or fire officials or the 
authority having jurisdiction about restrictions, permits and installation inspection 
requirements in your area.

CL3 Steering iron between stones in the fireplace level  8 pieces 
CL4 Clips between stones in the wood compartment 4 pieces 
CL5 Clips between front stones in the fireplace level,  2 pieces 
 
Caution: 
Soapstone is a natural product; which is a very delicate material and therefore it has to be 
handled with great care during the mounting to avoid chips on corners and edges.

Chimney Installation: 
Do not connect this unit to a chimney flue serving another appliance. 
Do not connect to any air distribution duct or system.  
Do not install in a mobile home. 
 
The KOJO / SCAN DSA 4 stoves are listed to be installed as a vertically 
top vented stove using a 6” (150 mm) listed class A (UL103HT or ULC 
S629) factory built chimney exiting through the ceiling/attic/roof. 
  
For vertical venting into a class A chimney, use a 6” (150 mm) single wall 
24 Gauge MSG (0.58 - 0.71 mm) may be used within the room where the 
room heater is installed, connecting to the listed chimney at its ceiling 
support box per its manufacturer’s instructions. The chimney connector 
pipe must be attached to the stove and to each other with the crimped 

(male) end pointing toward the stove. All joints, including the connection to the stove collar, 
should be secured with three sheet metal screws. The chimney connector must not pass 
through an attic or roof space, closet or similar concealed space, or a floor, or ceiling. In 
Canada if passing through a wall or partition of combustible construction is desired it must 
conform to CAN/CSA B365 
 
The offset connector pipe can be cut to appropriate height depending on the used chimney 
connecting system. 
 
The chimney is not to rest on the soapstone. Min. distance 5/16"  (8 mm).

Floor Protection: 
The protection needs only to be ember protection. If 
the floor protection is to be stone, tile, brick, etc., it 
must be mortared or grouted to form a continuous non-
combustible surface. The floor protector must extend  
to the front, sides and rear (Canada only) as indicated 
below.  
 
For Canada if the walls are closer than these 
dimensions the floor protection must extend to the wall.
